THIRTEEN INNING GAME PUTS CASEY AT TOP OF MAPLE LEAGUE

In a thrilling thirteen inning game the Casey Sluggers nosed out Sheldon by a score of 3 to 2 and are again tied for first place in the Maple River league with those teams each having won six and lost one game with three remaining to be played.  The game was a pitchers battle throughout with Roy Oeder having the best of it in the late innings getting three strike outs in the last half to cinch the game.  Dick Frye, Jr. again played the hero role by driving home the winning run with a smashing two base hit to centerfield.  

A large crowd was on hand and was more than satisfied by the class of baseball displayed during the two and a half hours that the game lasted.  Next Sunday, July 6, Casey will meet Chaffee at Enderlin in what promises to be a good game as Chaffee has been coming along fast lately.  On Friday, July 4th, Manager Davis will take his Casey Sluggers to Fingal to play that team in the first game of a double header.  This game is to be called at 1:30 and will be immediately followed by a contest between Nome and Fingal giving the fans of that vicinity plenty of high class baseball on the national holiday.


Sheldon made their two markers, one in the first inning and one in the sixth.  They had two runs, eight hits and three errors.  Casey made runs in the first, seventh and thirteenth innings, making them a total of 3 on 10 hits.  They had three errors.

Sue’s comments:  Players listed for Sheldon were:  Lillicrop – catcher, R. Mougey – pitcher, McCully – 1st base, Larson – 2nd base, Thompson – short stop, Boyle – right field/3rd base, E. Mougey – centerfield, McConnel – 3rd base, Bartholomay – right field and batted for McConnel in 8th, Faller – left field.  For the Casey Sluggers, players listed were: Oeder – pitcher, Lincoln – 3rd base, F. Billing – catcher, Frye Sr., 1st base, McDaniel – 2nd base, Wilson – left field/short stop, Frye Jr. – centerfield, P. Billing – right field/left field, Hain – short stop, Davis – right field and batted for Hain in 10th.
