     A.K. Davis, who until recently has been running a barber shop at Enderlin, arrived here the first of the week with complete equipment and opened a shop here. Mr. Davis is now located in the rooms adjoining the James Nelson garage, where he expects to hold forth until a more suitable location can be secured.  Mr. Davis comes here well recommended as a barber and it is expected by many that he will make a success of his shop here.  His household goods arrived here Tuesday and Mr. and Mrs. Davis have started housekeeping in the rooms back of his shop.  Mr. and Mrs. Davis are welcome to our little city as they are sure to make a valuable addition to our social life.

On the same page of the Nome Tribune, we find an advertisement by Mr. Davis about his business.  The ad reads:
“Announcement – Having installed fixtures and equipment for a Barber Shop, and having worked at the trade since 12 years of age, I wish to announce to the Public that I am now ready to attend to all their needs.  By neat and Careful work, I solicit your patronage.  Give me a trial.  I guarantee satisfaction.  A.H. Davis, located next to Jas. Nelson Garage, Nome, N.D.”
