The NOME TRIBUNE also covered news from area communities.  From the September 8th and 15th, 1916 editions we find the following information from Lucca:

The two new school busses that were ordered for the district have come and those who are in position to judge think they are very good values at $190.00 each.  They are painted brown with the words Lucca Consolidated School No. 1 and No. 2 respectively, painted in gold letters on the outside.  Each bus is fitted with a little stove so that on the coldest days the children will be comfortable enroute.

In the following week’s paper we find this information:
At a recent meeting of the school board, the bids for bus drivers were opened and a contract awarded to Joe Haskins to drive the west route at a salary of $50.00 per month and R. Fritz the north route at $70.00 per month.  Mr. Fritz will also get the south route at a salary of $75.00 if the route is decided upon definitely.

In the same  paper we find these other interesting news items from Lucca:


The residence of Fred Johnson had a narrow escape from being burned to the ground last Saturday.  When the ladies had gone out to the field with lunch for the threshers smoke was seen issuing from the house.  Mr. Godfredson, driving a bundle wagon, drove at top speed to the house and found the kitchen a mass of flames.  In some way, Mr. Godfredson doesn’t exactly know how he did it, he was able to put the fire out before it spread to the other part of the house and before reinforcements arrived.


John Salzer of the Salzer Lbr. Co. autoed up from Enderlin Monday forenoon, audited the books at this office and left on the branch train for Nome at noon.


Threshing is nearing a close in this vicinity.  Wheat averaged between 5 and 10 bushels to the acre and barley about 10.
