Another ad in the same yearbook, shows the block.  We have one of the blocks in the Museum with the name “Miracle Hollow Block” and a patent date imprinted in the block.

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Miracle Hollow Concrete Blocks have proved themselves to be excellent building material making a warm house in winter, a cool house in summer and a building that will resist fire.  Lumber has been continually advancing in price, until now it is about 50 percent higher than four year ago.  
It does not cost any more to build with blocks than with lumber, if you count the cost of deterioration of lumber.  Blocks grow harder and better with age.


One block takes the place of thirty bricks in the wall and can be placed more rapidly, therefore making a cheaper wall than brick.
