Stirling in the Navy, has been at Great Lakes but expects to leave for across the “big pond” at any time.  Keeler got started across but was on the ship that ran into a German submarine a short distance out at sea.  Word from him says that the water was fine at first, but it got rather cold before he was hauled in.  Ernest Kapaun is another of our young men who have received the call to the colors.  He leaves for Fargo Monday, but does not know to what camp he will be sent.  His many friends wish him, like the others, God speed and a safe return.  His brother Frank will attend to the store and expects to get competent help to run the business during Ern’s absence.
