Last week we learned from an article written in December of 1955 that after 16 years Enderlin was to finally receive their 1940 Regional Championship Junior Legion trophy. This week’s article is from the May 3, 1956 edition of The Enderlin Independent and they still didn’t have their trophy!

Instructions Sent to York
Their Names Will Be on Delayed Trophy
Another step toward presentation of the long overdue Junior Legion baseball regional championship trophy won by Enderlin at York, Neb, in 1940 was taken last weekend. 
Dr. H. H. Kramer, adjutant of Arthur B. Marschke Post No. 219, sent Peter Neidl, adjutant of the York, Neb., post the information to be engraved on the trophy.

This was in response to a letter from Neidl to Johnny Janz, who turned it over to Dr. Kramer, Neidl’s letter said the York post had voted to provide a trophy to correct the long neglected deficiency, and asked what should be engraved on it.

Dr. Kramer sent the names of the 14 players and the batboy, the coach Lloyd Bergstrom, and suggested that the legend “Regional Champs, Enderlin, No. Dak., played at York, Nebraska” also be engraved on the trophy.

The letter added that the Enderlin post felt the type of trophy could be left to the York post.

Dr. Kramer’s letter added that “it might be to the benefit of both posts, from the publicity angle, if the presentation were made here.”  This was in reply to Mr. Neidl’s query about whether the Enderlin post would prefer to have the York post send a delegation here or would like to go there to get it.

“As far as the time of presentation,” Dr. Kramer’s letter continued, “it would be up to you with the only consideration being that we receive enough advance notice to really make an event of it.”

The York adjutant had suggested the possibility that whoever delivered the trophy might fly up here.  Whether they would come by commercial air line to Fargo or by private plane and land on the Enderlin airport was not certain.
