The ARCADE RESTAURANT

G. L. Sanders


Among the newer enterprises of our city should be pointed out Mr. Sander’s establishment, as a restaurant like this will surely find an opening here.


It is kept up in good shape and you will not find a speck of dirt here.  There is a lunch counter, also tables, and everything about the place is new and attractive.  Mr. Sanders knows the line in all its departments from kitchen to cashier’s desk, and he is building up a trade fast. 


The cooking cannot be beaten and he serves only those dishes he knows are right, and excellent coffee is a specialty of the Arcade.  The service is courteous and accommodating and there is “always something doing” here, business being brisk at all times.


Mr. Sanders has been in the state twelve years, has a large acquaintance, and his reputation has always been creditable in every way.  He is an important addition to the business interests of Enderlin.
