This score, however, is not indicative of the relative strength of either team, but rather tells the difference in the breaks of the game.  The first half ended with the Blue Jays one point over their opponents.  E. Anderson, Blue Jay center, easily was the outstanding performer in all departments, playing a clean, hard game until the final whistle.  The victors employed certain attack, and took advantage of every slight opportunity to further their cause. At every lull in the crowd, the echo “watch Anderson” could plainly be heard. Nayes penalized for four personals.

Sue’s Comments:  I find it very interesting that the scores back in the early days were always so low compared to the scores we expect now and they played very few games in a season as compared to the current schedules. As an example, the 1929 ENODAK gives the scores for the boys’ basketball games that year as follows:  Sheldon 13 – EHS 22; Tower City 12 – EHS 11; Nome 27 – EHS 24; Sheldon 14 – EHS 21; Casselton 32 – EHS 12; Tower City 29 – EHS 14; and Lisbon 29 – EHS 11.  Is there an explanation for the low scores?  I also did not know that Lucca was known as the Blue Jays and Fingal was the Hawk Eyes. Were those still the school mascots when the schools closed?
