ENDERLIN DEFEATS LISBON 2 TO 1 IN HOCKEY GAME
--------------------------


In a hockey game played Sunday, Enderlin defeated Lisbon 2 to 1 in an overtime period.  Lisbon scored the first goal in the first period and the score remained one to nothing in Lisbon’s favor until the middle of the second period when Knight drove a long shot into Lisbon’s net to tie the score.  During the last period both teams played hard to score but were unable to and at the close of the third period the score remained tied 1 to 1.  A ten minute overtime period was called and in the last two minutes of play, E. Anderson flipped the puck into Lisbon’s cage for the winning point.  Enderlin played a fine defensive game and Muth at goalie did outstanding work, blocking many of Lisbon’s tries for goals.

I wanted to do a little research on the history of hockey in ND but there was very little to be found except for UND Fighting Sioux hockey. I did learn that the rules of modern ice hockey were devised by Canadian J G A Creighton and the first game of ice hockey with Creighton's rules was played in Montreal, Canada in 1875. The first known rules were published by the Montreal Gazette in 1877.
