HIRED MAN CAUGHT SELLING STOLEN STOCK
----------------

A young man by the name of Earl Smith, who has been employed at the Clarence Galbreath farm this winter, was arrested in Fargo Sunday evening while trying to cash a check received for stolen cattle.

Both the Ward and Clarence Galbreath families left their homes for a while Sunday and during their absence the hired man went to the Ward Galbreath farm and got a truck and then went back and loaded up two of Clarence Galbreath’s cattle which he hauled to Fargo.


When the Galbreaths returned home later in the afternoon they discovered the thefts and the police in Fargo were notified to be on the lookout.  He was taken into custody Sunday evening while trying to cash a check given him by a party on Front Street who had purchased the stock.  


Before leaving the Galbreath farm, Smith had helped himself to a suitcase and some clothes and about $3.00 in cash.  He is now in the Lisbon jail and it is expected he will plead guilty. The officers are looking up his past record.
